Major items of the meeting－
(1)  Application for and use of LLWWEMA website
· Web hosting of LLWWEMA has been transferred from the United States to Hong Kong.  However, due to the contract issue, the domain name is still registered in the name of Elder Liao James from the US Torrance Bread of Life Church.  The transfer of the registration of the domain name will be followed up again by Deacon LO Sun Shing.  But now the operation and update of the website can be carried out in Hong Kong.
· Web content needs to be updated.  This will be followed up by Deacon LO Sun Shing and Rev. MOK Hing Wan, Moses.  A co-worker has proposed redesigning the web pages and add more interactive features such as forums, etc., but these cannot be done for the time being due to website management and resources available.
(2)  International Youth Mission Camp 2012
· The proposed date for holding the Camp is mid-June 2012;
· For a period of around 7 – 8 days;
· Programme of the Camp will include worship, prayer, teaching message, various kinds of workshop and mission projects for experience and practice, etc.; 
· Mission projects for experience and practice should be arranged in line with the existing and future projects of the Hong Kong United Mission Limited as far as possible so that the mission vision can be promoted on a long-term basis;
· It was proposed that member churches in the Hong Kong District be invited to assign co-workers of their youth ministry or appropriate young Christian leaders to the Sub-committee of the Camp to strengthen the mobilization of member churches for this Camp and the promotion of mission projects in future; 
· Rev. MOK Hing Wan, Moses will be responsible for issuing official invitation letters to all chief pastors, and after collecting feedback from the chief pastors and young co-workers, the Sub-committee will be formed.
(3)  2013 General Assembly
· We are now working out a theme that may be responded by Ling Liang Churches in various places all together;
· It was proposed that when we invite delegates from different nations, these delegates may include youth delegates.
(4)  Financial arrangements for LLWWEMA
· The 13th LLWWEMA Committee has handed over a financial balance of US$6,655 from the previous term to the 14th LLWWEMA Committee of the Hong Kong District;
· The 14th LLWWEMA Committee of the Hong Kong District plans to open accounts with DBS.  These accounts include a U.S. dollar savings account and a Hong Kong dollar current account, and these accounts will be set up by three persons who are Rev. MOK Hing Wan, Moses, Rev. CHAN Kang Yu, Petros and Deacon LEE Yiu Lun. Any withdrawal from the accounts requires the signatures of any two of them.  No special seal is needed;
· The in-charge district (Hong Kong District) will prepare its own budget on the expenditure of the 14th LLWWEMA Committee.  The budget may include relevant fund-raising projects.  In addition, in order to improve the transparency of the finances of LLWWEMA, it was proposed that a financial report be issued once every three months.
(5)  Ways of releasing updates on LLWWEMA to the public
It was proposed to disseminate data files in Chinese and English bilingual format by email.
